Data Request for the Sustainable Urban Energy and Emissions Planning (SUEEP) Program

As you know our city has experienced strong economic growth, population growth and improved quality of life which have substantially increased the electricity consumption in our city. In order to continue to grow, compete economically in the region, and to attract new businesses, we must plan and invest in the energy future of our city. - Location, fuel and electric generating capacity of power plants in the region

- Percentage of T&D losses (technical) across network

- Percentage of losses T&D (non-metered customers) across network

- Electricity sold to Residential customers (kWh/yr)
- Electricity sold to Commercial customers (kWh/yr)

- Electricity sold to Industry customers (kWh/yr)

- Electricity sold to city government (kWh/yr) including: city buildings, schools, transportation (rail), street lighting, water and wastewater facilities, waste management facilities, and others.

The above list will allow the SUEEP team to understand the overall energy flows through the city and to begin to identify opportunities for the city to become a low energy, low carbon economy and lifestyle which will give our city an economic advantage and make our city more green and livable.

Thank you for your continued good work on this issue. Please look out for future correspondence on the SUEEP program and I look forward to hearing your input and perspectives in upcoming stakeholder meetings.
